Highs will climb into the
upper 80s today (Sept. 11), and
80s will carry us into another
warm weekend and into Mon-
day. After Monday, however,
it seems as if we're done with
the mercury climbing into that
range for the year.

Crop report ...

Minnesota farmers aver-
aged 6.2 days suitable for
fieldwork the week ending
Sept. 8, according to the US-
DA’s National Agricultural
Statistics Service.

Fieldwork included chop-
ping corn or silage and har-
vest of small grains, sugar-
beets, and potatoes. Livestock
were doing well with no is-
sues reported.

Topsoil moisture supplies
were rated 2 percent very
short, 14 percent short, 74 per-
cent adequate, and 10 percent
surplus. Subsoil moisture sup-
plies were rated 2 percent very
short, 9 percent short, 79 per-
cent adequate, and 10 percent
surplus.

Corn reaching the dough
stage was at 93 percent. Corn
in the dent stage reached 55
percent, 10 days behind last

erage. Twelve percent of the
crop was mature. Corn condi-
tion was 58 percent good to
excellent. Corn for silage har-
vest reached 19 percent.

Soybeans  setting  pods
reached 96 percent. Soybeans
coloring reached 33 percent,
9 days behind last year and 6
days behind average. Leaves
dropping reached 4 percent.
Condition of the crop was 62
percent good to excellent.

Barley harvest reached
90 percent, oats harvested
reached 94 percent and spring
wheat harvest was 89 percent
complete.

Dry edible beans were 97
percent setting pods, drop-
ping leaves at 51 percent, and
harvest reached 5 percent.
Dry edible bean condition
was 68 percent good to excel-
lent. Potato harvest reached 16
percent with condition of the
crop rating 87 percent good to
excellent. Sugarbeet harvest
reached 6 percent, and condi-
tion was 82 percent good to
excellent. Sunflower condition
was rated at 70 percent good
to excellent.
